To-Do App

The term “app” is a shortening of the term “software application”. It has 
become very popular, and in 2010 was listed as “Word of the Year” by  
the American Dialect Society. In 2009, technology columnist David Pogue 
said that newer smartphones could be nicknamed “app phones”  
to distinguish them from earlier less-sophisticated smartphones.

For your first project you will need to design a fully flushed out mobile 
app. It can be designed as a iOS, Android or Windows app (I recommend 
going with what you are familiar with). We will be using this project to 
become familiar with Adobe XD (an industry standard application created 
for designing and prototyping user experience for web and mobile apps.) 
and to begin thinking about UX (user experience which focuses on how 
something works and how people interact with it) and UI (user interface 
which focuses on the look and layout).

One of the most useful and ubiquitous types of apps created today is 
the To-Do list app. Starting simple gives us a broad canvas in which to 
be creative. A To-Do list app can be simple, complex, themed or even 
gamified. Think of how you and others use a To-Do list, from managing 
tasks, organizing tasks, setting possible due dates. The challenge is to 
motivate a user to complete their tasks. 

For your final you will use Creative Cloud to prototype your app, XD 
gives the option to create a link that can be reviewed online that you will 
present as your final. The online link feature will embed your fonts into 
your presentation. If for some reason this is not an option you may show 
screenshots of how the app works (you do not need to know how to 
actually build the app).

The finals need also be saved in PDF format and uploaded to Canvas 
for the project on the date the project is due. For all projects your 
PDFs should use the following naming conventions.
